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The auction system will support a 
“proxy” bidding whereby an auction 

participant can place a “maximum 
bid” and the system will increment 

their bid automatically based on 
predetermined increment levels.  This 

allows the bidder to set their 
maximum bid and subsequently be 

absent when the auction occurs.  
Alternatively the bidder may attend to 

the auction and place a “maximum 
bid” based on the next increment.

A “Change of Lead” is effected only when a new bid amount is 
placed by a bidder and such bid causes the current leader to be 

surpassed even after automated proxy bidding.  i.e. that the new bid 
is higher than the “maximum bid” placed by the current leader.
